Request the following:

a) Authority to construct a project to upgrade the video surveillance system at the Wisconsin Resources Center for a total project cost of $513,700 General Fund Supported Borrowing – Facilities Repair and Renovation;

b) Transfer all approved GFSB All Agency allocations to the Department of Health Services Infrastructure appropriation [Z460]; and

c) Permit the Division of State Facilities to adjust individual project budgets.

Project Description:
This project will install additional video cameras and associated monitors at the Wisconsin Resource Center for increased surveillance of stairwells, blind spots and other areas not readily visible from officer stations. The camera requirement will be a combination of indoor/outdoor, stationary and pan/tilt/zoom units. Additional video racks, video recorders, matrix switchers, operator interfaces and controllers will also be required to accommodate the new equipment. 

Project Justification:
Increasingly, non-security personnel at the Wisconsin Resource Center (teachers, doctors, nurses, maintenance personnel) are working in close proximity of volatile inmates where there is a high concern for safety and security. The additional video surveillance will provide an increased level of deterrence - ultimately creating a safer environment for both staff and inmates. Recording illegal inmate activities also documents the exchange of contraband, assaults, etc. providing for a greater success of prosecution.
