PROJECT REQUEST:

Provide preliminary design of an east campus utility and parking area renovation project for an estimated total cost of $227,000 GFSB.

PROJECT NUMBER: 10G3V

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

An extensive investigation and condition assessment was conducted by Crispel-Snyder Professional Consultants and their February 2007 report identified an extensive variety of water and sewer pipe work, underground tunnel work, and roadway resurfacing that needs to be done throughout the Delavan School campus.  Renovation of the utilities and parking areas was approved by the Building Commission for the west side of the Delavan campus in April 2010 and completed during the summer of 2011.  The east campus work was identified to be done in a later phase due to Walker Hall being demolished and a replacement building to be constructed on the east campus in the 2011-13 biennium.  

While the Walker Hall project and the utility project are separate, DPI would like to move forward on both projects at the same time so efficiencies can be realized where possible.  

JUSTIFICATION:

The Wisconsin School for the Deaf, opened in 1855, constructed in Delavan, Wisconsin, currently has 13 buildings on the site.  The buildings are connected via underground utility tunnel connections.  Water and sewer mains have had multiple breaks over the years and the clay tile, cast and ductile iron piping is 50 plus years of age now causing an increase in disruptions of the utility systems.  There have been many patches and repairs made to keep the facility usable but such continued problems have rendered the water lines hazardous to students, staff and the facility itself.  The utility tunnels under the pavement are in bad shape, showing both structural and mechanical issues.  Not only are there utilities inside the tunnels that need to be upgraded, but the tunnels have structural and waterproofing issues as well.  The tunnels are relatively shallow, so they should be readily exposed during the sewer/water work.  It is the department’s request that the tunnel work (like the sewer and water utility improvements) should precede the replacement of pavements as a means to eliminate near-future problems in this area.  In addition, all of this underground work should coordinate with the construction of the replacement Walker Hall building so that the utilities and pavements are disturbed only once.

Storm drainage from building roof drains and parking areas need to be properly connected, pitched and discharged to city storm or wetland area behind the site.  The project addresses several storm sewer improvements.

Steam and condensate line repair work in areas where the utility tunnel is exposed is necessary as the institution has experienced several leaks in recent years.  With the tunnel exposed, the areas with excessive deterioration that require replacement and re-insulation can be accomplished cost effectively.

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PREVIOUS ACTION:  

At the Building Commission’s May 15, 2005 meeting, DPI requested authority to construct a sewer and water line repair/replacement project (DSF project number 05E1I) on the west side of the Delavan campus for an estimated total cost of $300,000 General Fund Supported Borrowing-Utilities Repair.  The full commission voted unanimously to approve the project.   

05E1I anticipated a study and condition assessment being performed.  The study identified more extensive repairs than were estimated in the original budget and as a result of the study, DPI went back to the commission in April 2010 seeking an additional $478,100 GFSB to adequately complete the west campus sewer and water line replacement project.  The full commission again unanimously approved the project.  

The current request is for similar sewer and water line repair and replacement work to be completed on the east Delavan campus in conjunction with the Walker Hall replacement project.
