Request authority to pre-plan a project to install an emergency generator at the Winnebago Mental Health Institute. Request will release $25,000 Building Trust Funds (BTF) for consultant design fees to prepare preliminary plans and a Design Report.     
Project Description:
Project will develop a cost-benefit analysis to install a decommissioned emergency generator from the Department of Administration Capital Heating Plant to the Winnebago Mental Health Institute.  Alternatives to this approach will also be examined, including the installation of a new 750 KW emergency generator. The project will include installation of all necessary controls, switchgear modifications, and electrical apparatus for the new generator to parallel the existing on-site electrical generating capacity. The construction of new space to accommodate the generator is a functional component of the project analysis.          
Project Justification:
Currently there is only one emergency generator serving both the WMHI and the WRC. This generator is gradually becoming inadequate to handle the critical emergency loads of both institutions. WMHI is a licensed psychiatric hospital providing housing and treatment to over 250 patients and WRC provides housing and psychiatric treatment to over 400 inmates in a secure environment. The installation of additional on-site generating capacity will substantially increase the integrity of the electrical system servicing Winnebago Mental Health Institute and the Wisconsin Resource Center.
