Project:  Kirak Refrigeration Reconfiguration (10I2L)
Project Request:  
Request $4,300 BTF-Planning to begin design for a Refrigeration Reconfiguration project at the Redgranite Correctional Institution at an estimated total project cost of $172,400 GFSB-Facilities Repair & Renovation. The project will isolate individual coolers and freezers from the current central Kirak cooling system, making each of them self-contained units.  The project also includes constructing a 15 x 20 building addition to house the equipment in D building.

The addition will be on the south side of the food service building where the present unit is located
Justification:

The existing Kirak central cooling system has reached an age where coolant line breaks are becoming more frequent.  If this equipment fails, all refrigeration in food service will cease.  RGCI has no refrigerated storage space other than this system. Any repairs to these lines require that all of the coolers and freezers in the institution be taken off-line and the institution is left without cold storage for foodstuffs.  A major failure of this system could leave the institution without cooler capacity for days, which would significantly impact the ability to feed the inmates.  By separating the cooling units into self contained units the failure of one will not jeopardize food production significantly.
