Oakhill Correctional Institution Boiler Replacement (10J3E)  

Request $14,500 BTF-Planning to begin preliminary planning for a Boiler Replacement project at the Oakhill Correctional Institution for an estimated project cost of $1,159,500 GFSB-Facilities Repair & Renovation. 
This project would replace three boilers at Oakhill Correctional Institution.

Justification:
The existing natural gas boilers in the powerhouse are approaching 50 years old and have exceeded their life expectancy.  In addition, the square footage of the institution has increased (e.g., HSU, segregation, BSI building, administration addition) since the boilers were originally installed.  This has meant that two of the boilers are running at almost all times during the heating season.  The current capacity of the boilers is 8,700 pounds of steam per hour.     

The existing boilers are fire tube types that are approximately 75 percent efficient.  It is expected that the newer boilers can reach between 80 and 85 percent efficiency.
