Kettle Moraine Correctional Institution Tower Renovation (10J3G)  

Request $12,900 BTF-Planning to begin preliminary planning of a Tower Renovation project at the Kettle Moraine Correctional Institution for an estimated cost of $584,200 GFSB-Facilities Repair & Renovation. 
Renovate and remodel guard towers.  Towers are in need of repainting and insulation repairs.  Replace current windows and doors in 7 towers with energy efficient anti-glare glass along with steel entrance doors, frames and hardware. Installation of catwalks and search lights on the 4 older towers and replacement/repair of newer catwalks and search lights as needed in 3 newer towers.
Justification:
The windows and patio doors in all 7 towers are badly worn. Windows and doors are drafty and inefficient in the winter months.  Replacement of windows and doors with anti-glare glass provides enhanced security, as well as more efficient climate control.  Catwalks provide staff better line of sight to fire a weapon.  Searchlights are in need of repair where they exist and are portable temporary solutions on remaining towers.  Permanent / structurally appropriate lighting provides better observation for tower staff and better support to ground staff in the event of a security threat.  Exposed insulation is damaged and inefficient and needs to be replaced and covered appropriately.
