REQUEST:

Request the release of $20,900 Building Trust Funds – Planning to prepare preliminary plans and a design report for Willow River State Park Beach Restrooms and Shelter Building.
Project Description / JUSTIFICATION: 
This project will construct a 3,680 gross square foot (gsf) combination restroom/shelter building on the site where the existing bath-house is located.  The existing building is in need of replacement and does not meet the demand of park users.  The facility will include: restroom facilities, enclosed shelter area with fireplace, open-air picnic shelter and concession/storage area.  The proposed building will also serve the users of the beach, picnic area, playground, disc-golf course, and nearby hiking trails
The project location is the main day use and picnic area of the park, which is currently served by inadequate facilities.  The new building would replace the existing restroom building and provide needed visitor shelter space.  In the winter, the enclosed shelter will be used as a warming house for the cross-country skiers. The fireplace will be used to heat the room for this use.  
Annually Willow River State Park has approximately 340,000 people that visit the park to camp, picnic, hike, bike, fish, and hunt.  The demand for family campsites far exceeds the 78 that are currently provided.  All sites are filled on each weekend (99.1% occupancy) during the summer camping season, while at least that number of potential campers are turned away.
