Project Description:
CWC - Life Safety Code Upgrades Building 3&4 and STCU (11J1L) - $1,209,900:

This project will correct Life Safety Code deficiencies in Buildings 3 and 4 and the Short Term Care Unit (STCU), and bring them into regulatory compliance. This work will include installing a code-compliant sprinkler system, as well as replacing non-compliant doors throughout the three buildings. For the STCU building, parts of this building are currently sprinklered; however, this project will install the sprinkler system on Level 2B, the elevator shaft and the machine room in the STCU, the only areas not sprinklered in this building. Additionally, a new larger water lateral (supply pipe) will be installed to Building 4.

This project will also provide new finishes in Apartments A and D in both Buildings 3 and 4, including new ceilings, wall coverings and finishes, flooring and lighting. This work will complete the building refinishing that was begun several years ago.
Currently, the building support structures for all three buildings are unprotected from fire and they do not meet NFPA standards. This was indentified and sited in a 2008 regulatory inspection. To bring these buildings into compliance and to provide a safer environment for the residents, staff and guests, a code-compliant sprinkler system needs to be installed. The water lateral coming to Building 4 is not adequately sized to support a sprinkler system and, therefore, needs to be replaced. Since some doors and frames no longer meet the fire rating requirements, they need to be replaced as well. Additionally, some barrier walls will require properly sealing of penetrations.
The finishes used in Apartments A and D in Buildings 3 and 4 date back to the original 1950s institutional design. Regulatory concerns over the last several years are still an issue pertaining to the lack of homelike conditions in these living areas. Therefore, the second goal of this project addresses these concerns by providing a more homelike environment and less of an institutional atmosphere for the residents in their living areas, as well as creating improved day room space in each apartment.
