Health Institute for an estimated total cost of $388,800 General Fund Supported

DHS Infrastructure Maintenance appropriation.
PROJECT NUMBER:  11J2Z
Project Description:
This project will replace approximately 285 feet of steam distribution and condensate return piping from Pit 2 to Pit 3. The existing piping is direct-buried with light-weight concrete insulation. New steam distribution and condensate return pipe will be installed in the new concrete box conduit. This project will also remove a temporary above ground steam line installed to maintain steam service to the institution while permanent repairs are completed. All project areas will be returned to their original condition including the restoration of the secured court yard at Lorenz Hall.
The eight-inch steam pipe between Pit 2 and Pit 3 developed a leak in late August of 2011. This line provides steam to approximately 70% of the buildings on the Mendota Mental Health Institute campus, including three of the four largest patient buildings, as well as the Food Service Building. Steam has migrated from the leaking pipe, which is located approximately five feet below grade to the surface. Recent infrared thermography showed ground temperatures at the surface in excess of 165OF. The high voltage, 4160V, electric feeder that provides service to the majority of the campus crosses the steam pipe in the immediate area of the leak. Exposing this feeder to elevated temperatures for a prolonged period may shorten the life of the insulating cable jacket.
In the meantime, to assure steam service is maintained to the facilities and to reduce the exposure of the primary electric feeder to the high temperatures, a temporary six-inch steam pipe was installed approximately 2 feet above grade.
