Project Request: 
Request the Authority to prepare a preliminary design for an Elevator Renovation/Replacement project at the Headquarters Building in Madison.
PROJECT NUMBER:  11K2I  
Project Description: 
The project will provide new elevator control equipment; restoration of the basement traction machine, including a new AC motor; replacement of all wire ropes, hoistway sheaves and bearings; replacement of the elevator car panels, floor and door packages (doors to be comparable to existing doors and not decorative); replacement of the car door and hoistway door equipment, including tracks and rollers; re-working of the elevator fixtures to meet current elevator code; and a new fire alarm system with lobby and machine room detection, similar to the VESDA system presently installed in the State Capitol.  The elevator shaft does not require a sprinkler system.
Justification:

The project is necessary to (1) provide reliable public and staff access between the Headquarters Building’s six levels, (2) relieve a growing safety concern, (3) reduce, if not eliminate, excessive out-of-service periods, and (4) reduce maintenance contract and repair costs.

When completed in 1900, the Wisconsin Historical Society Headquarters Building was the State’s most expensive facility project to date.  The building was listed in the National Register of Historic Places in 1972, recognizing its architectural distinction and its role as a nationally known center for scholarship and historical research.  The Historical Society’s Library/Archives programs and the agency’s primary collections storage is housed within the Headquarters Building, as are the offices of most of the agency’s other programs.  The building has a total of 238,800 GSF.  Approximately 20% of this area is devoted to office space for 180 staff members (permanent and LTE) and 70 work study students.

The Headquarters Building has only one passenger elevator available to the public (the elevator this project will address) that serves the four floors of the building as well as two basement levels restricted to staff only - a total of six stops.  This existing electric traction elevator was installed in 1963.  The building also has one freight elevator, two small elevators that serve the Library stack areas, and one elevator used by staff in restricted collections areas of the building that cannot be accessed by the public.

The Elevator Evaluation Study that was completed in March of 2009 recommended the renovation/replacement work outlined in the Project Description.  The Study noted that all of the elevator’s components are dated and need to be replaced or upgraded.
