PROJECT REQUEST:
Request the release of $41,100 Building Trust Funds Planning to prepare preliminary plans and a design report for a new Skills Learning Center at the Mendota Mental Health Institute.

PROJECT NUMBER: 12A2B
Project Description:
Project will construct a new 6,000 GSF building at Mendota Mental Health Institute (MMHI) to provide space for skill learning activities for patients of the MMHI Forensic and Civil programs. This facility will include a greenhouse, workshop space, classroom and vocational rehabilitation space as well as necessary office space and toilet facilities.
Justification:

This project is necessary to provide psychiatric treatment services required for patients committed under the provisions of Wis. Stats., Chapters 971 and 51. In addition, the project is necessary to meet standards promulgated by other regulating bodies such as The Joint Commission, Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, and the Division of Quality Assurance, which also have treatment requirements for this population. MMHI can presently house approximately 300 patients. Of this number there are approximately 181 forensic patients, 83 civil patients and 29 juvenile patients. The civil patient count may fluctuate high at times. Those patients that are considered medium or minimum security patients require adequate space and programs to promote the rehabilitation process. The proposed building will be ideal for use by medium and minimum security forensic patients preparing for community release, and for selected civilly committed patients in need of therapeutic activity beyond a secure hospital setting. The physical design of the building will maximize use of space to develop a variety of rehabilitation programs and personal skills that are useful for obtaining gainful employment once released to the community. The project scope is consistent with producing meaningful programming where patient responsibility is coupled with rehabilitation work such as gardening and growing activities, woodworking, crafts skills and classroom vocational rehabilitation activities.
