PROJECT REQUEST:

Request the release of $80,000 Building Trust Funds- Planning to prepare preliminary plans and a design report for a Housing Replacement project at St. Croix Correctional Center.
PROJECT NUMBER: 12A1T

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  
This project would construct a two story addition containing approximately 16,200 gross sq. ft., including a basement, to the St. Croix Correctional Center (SCCC) as replacement housing for 36 inmates and program, education and office space.  The ground floor will include dormitory housing, toilet/shower, offices, a holding cell and officer control space.  The second floor will have open classroom space, smaller classrooms and a group room, a library/multipurpose room with secure storage area, two group rooms, offices, and staff and offender toilet facilities.  The basement will be used for institution storage and emergency shelter in the event of inclement weather.  The original temporary modular structures will be razed upon completion of this project.

JUSTIFICATION:
The St. Croix Correctional Center is located just west of New Richmond.  The main building houses the Challenge Incarceration Program (CIP), administrative offices, food service, and laundry.  The smaller, original building is used for additional housing of CIP program inmates, independent living, education program, and storage.

The original modular structure was erected in 1978 as a 12-bed facility.  In 1985, a 12-bed addition was added.  These units were designed and constructed with a life expectancy of 15-20 years.  In 1992, the population of SCCC had outgrown the facility, and in 1994 a new facility was opened to replace the original temporary structures.  However, the temporary structures continued to be utilized for additional inmates, since only one of two wings was constructed.

The original buildings are degraded to the point where major repairs are necessary.  The subflooring and bathroom walls are rotted through; baseboard heaters are beyond repair and need to be replaced. The exterior doors and windows are rotting and leaking.  Fire exits become inoperable in winter due to frost shifting the building.  The domestic water lines freeze at least once each winter.  These temporary buildings have exceeded their useful life and should be razed.
