A/E QUALIFICATIONS: The A/E design firm for this project shall be a firm with experience in designing shooting ranges and/or have a Certified Shooting Range Planner as part of their team.  Anticipated work includes grading, drainage, potential lead abatement, shooting appurtenances, safety reviews, and access improvements.  
Project JUSTIFICATION/ Description:  Providing public opportunities for safe shooting is a priority of the DNR. Hunters use ranges to sight in their firearms for accuracy which contribute to safer hunting. Recreational shooters also use the ranges.  The existing ranges were built in the 1960’s.  The deliverables from this project will be used to improve ADA accessibility, add new and improve existing safety features, increase capacity for use of the ranges, and improve access to some sites.
