Project Request: 
Request AE services from pre-design through construction of a chiller installation project for an estimated total cost of $466,500 GFSB at the Hill Farms DEL Complex in Madison.
PROJECT NUMBER: 12G3F
PROJECT DESCRIPTION:
The project installs a new 320 ton centrifugal chiller, cooling tower and related ancillary equipment (piping, pumps, variable frequency drives, valves and controls) to supplement the existing centrifugal chiller in Hill Farms Building “D”. The proposed new chiller and existing chiller will work collectively to provide the necessary cooling, as well as, redundancy for the proposed new Department of Justice (DOJ) DNA Databank laboratory, and for future tenants of the building.

JUSTIFICATION
Hill Farms Building sections “D, E & L” are segmented with shared firewalls.  Building “E” was built first, “D” second and “L” was constructed in-between the first two buildings.   Building “D”, with 52,887 GSF, and three above ground floors (and two basement levels), was constructed in 1969.  It currently provides laboratory space for the Department of Trade & Consumer Protection (DATCP).  A new joint DATCP and Laboratory of Hygiene (SLH) facility was enumerated in 2009 Wisconsin Act 20. It is anticipated that the new building will be ready for occupancy by September 2013.   

In May 2012, the DOJ State Crime Laboratory indicated that its DNA Databank Program would be expanding and requested DOA to build-out space for this purpose in vacant space in Building “D”.  Currently, the State Crime Laboratory occupies the 1st and 2nd floors of the adjacent HF Building “L”.  At this time, approximately 7,700 SF is being pre-designed through 35% design and construction for laboratory space to accommodate 15 – 21 additional staff that will be hired to fulfill increased DNA collection requirements that are anticipated to result from approval of a request in the upcoming 2013-2015 biennial budget. 
Currently, the facility has only one chiller to support laboratory operations.  It is a 27 year old Carrier R-11 centrifugal chiller that is nearing the end of its useful life cycle. In order to properly support the build-out of DOJ laboratory space, a supplemental chiller is being requested at this time. The installation of a second chiller for Hill Farms “D” is needed to ensure that the programmatic needs of the new laboratory space will be met.

Typically, laboratory cooling system operations are supported with two chillers. Each chiller is sized to handle full cooling load requirements 95% of the time, making one of the chillers a back-up system that is designed to come into use to keep equipment working if its counterpart fails. (In Building “D”, the existing chiller will be used in the capacity of the “redundant chiller”.)  Further, this system redundancy allows for maintenance and repairs to be performed on one chiller while the other supports the laboratory program.  The proposed new and existing chillers will work together to provide the necessary cooling, as well as, the redundancy required for laboratory operations.
