I. The Wisconsin Department of Veterans Affairs is requesting the selection of an Architect/Engineer to provide full design and construction administration services for the fire suppression systems in Central Services and the Marden Center at the Wisconsin Veterans Home – King.
II. Project Scope
A. Project Description

This project will design and construct fire suppression systems for the Central Services building and the Marden Center. 
B. Project Location

C. Project Background and Existing Conditions

The WVH-K (Home) serves the long term care needs of veterans and their eligible dependents in 4 skilled care building with a total of 721 nursing beds. Central Services is a two story building with square footage of 46,410 and is home to the central laundry, food service operations, commissary, and central supply.  Functions in this building are essential to resident life safety and the Home’s operations.  This building is currently not fire sprinkled.
The Marden Center is a three story building with square footage of 35,120. It is the central location for member activities. It houses a wood shop, theater, post office, gift shop, activity spaces, museum and coffee shop, consisting of light, Ordinary Group 1 and Ordinary Group 2 hazards.  This building is currently not fire sprinkled.
Although these two buildings are support and not direct nursing care buildings the Home has been advised by surveyors that they are also to be in compliance and equipped with “Automatic Sprinkler Systems” by August 13, 2013.  
On August 13, 2008, the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) published a final rule entitled “Medicare and Medicaid Programs; Fire Safety Requirements for Long Term Care Facilities, Automatic Sprinkler Systems.” This regulation requires all long term care facilities to be equipped with a supervised automatic sprinkler system by August 13, 2013, installed in accordance with the 1999 edition of the National Fire Protection Association’s (NFPA) “Standard for the Installation of Sprinkler Systems” (NFPA 13).   (From CMS memo dated October 3, 2008)  
Long term care (LTC) facilities that are not fully operational and tested sprinkler protected by August 13, 2013 will be subject to termination. CMS, through Division of Quality Assurance (DQA) inspections, continues to remind facilities of the need to meet this requirement by August 13, 2013.
