LOCATION: Oconto Falls Ranger Station & Drive through Storage Building – Oconto Falls, Oconto County
PROJECT REQUEST: Retain an A/E consulting firm to provide design and construction phase professional services associated with demolition of an existing ranger station and construction of a new station and drive through storage garage and shop. This project is currently authorized through 35% preliminary design only.  The A/E fees will be funded with Agency Cash.
PROJECT NUMBER: 12J3E
Project Description:

This project will provide design, bidding and construction of a ranger station with office area and garage.  The 1,706 GSF office area will provide space for employee offices, customer service, storage, office services area, fire response coordination and crew rooms, and a pubic unisex restroom. The 4,800 GSF heated drive-thru garage will include 4 bays used for vehicle storage, tool storage and shop area.  The garage will also include a mezzanine for storage of equipment, tools and records.  Space will be provided in the garage or office area for Incident Command operations.  The existing facility will be razed as part of the project.

Justification:

Due to its age, limitations on building renovations to meet code requirements, lack of heated storage, inadequate space for driveway modifications required to accommodate today’s larger fire-fighting equipment, and non-compliance with ADA standards; the existing station no longer supports the Department’s Fire Control program needs.  The purpose of this project is to raze the current ranger station and build a modern station to accommodate the increased number in staff at this location.

This project was enumerated as part of the 2011-2013 State of Wisconsin Capital Budget.
