Project Request: Request authority to complete design and construct the Onalaska Armory Remodel project, in Onalaska, for an estimated total cost of $1,450,400 Federal Funds.
PROJECT NUMBER:  12J3Q
PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Project site work will include the removable of existing asphalt driveways and parking areas around the armory facility.  The number of site access driveway entrances will be reduced to improve site access control.  The limits of the new upper tier parking area will be modified to comply with the 10 meter stand off distance for Anti-Terrorism Force Protection standards, which includes the removal of the asphalt driveway around the northeast corner of the armory facility.  The lower tier of the site currently consist of a gravel parking area connecting to the fenced compound in the southwest corner of the site.  Site work will involve the construction of a new 156 space asphalt paved parking lot and driving connection to the fenced compound.  Additional site improvements will include new concrete walkways, curbs, bollard posts, and dumpster enclosure.  
JUSTIFICATION: This armory has an authorization of 4,253 SY of flexible parking but only has 2,780 SY currently.  Parking is grossly undersized for the amount of soldiers assigned to the facility from the Army Reserves and Wisconsin Army National Guard.  Current parking configuration does not meet stand off requirements for Anti-Terrorism Force Protection Standards.
