PROJECT REQUEST:  Select an A/E consulting firm to assist in developing preliminary design and a design report for repair and renovations of the Vern Wolf Lake Dam at Richard Bong State Recreational Area in Kenosha County. The estimated A/E fees through preliminary design will be funded with Agency Cash.  This estimated fee includes hydrologic and hydraulic studies, stability analyses, and surveys as well as preliminary engineering / design report.
PROJECT NUMBER: 13E6L
JUSTIFICATION:  On Friday April 12th, 2013 the Vern Wolf Lake dam was in danger of breaching due to high water levels.   The flowing water caused damage to the whistle tube and the surrounding area. It is anticipated that a new 5’ diameter corrugated metal pipe (CMP) will be installed through the earthen embankment and will be set in concrete to eliminate compaction problems around the pipe and will increase the design life and reduce future seepage potential. The AE’s design shall meet all DNR requirements for low hazard large dams.
