PROJECT DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:
SWC – 12B1W – Steam & Condensate Line Replacement ($265,600):   The project replaces approximately 100 feet of box conduit, including the 3-inch high pressure steam line and the 1-1/2-inch pumped condensate return line. Temporary steam supply piping will be installed from Pit 26 to Building 18 during the construction. Pit 26 will be reconstructed as part of this project. 

The project is necessary to maintain a secure steam supply to Building 18, which houses 48 patients, and to reduce the amount of boiler make-up required in the heating plant. 

Pit 26 and the box conduit, including the steam supply piping and the pumped condensate return piping between the pit and Building 18, were installed in 1972. The condensate line has developed leaks and condensate is running back into the Building 18 mechanical room and is then lost. This lost condensate must be made up at the heating plant. The box conduit when originally installed was filled with insulating concrete, Z-crete or similar material. For this reason it is more cost effective to remove and replace the entire box conduit rather than locating and replacing leaking sections of the piping.

Pit 26 is located in an area of high ground water. Over its 40 year life, it has developed severe cracks in the walls, floor and roof. During wet periods water enters the pit and is causing deterioration of the equipment, support steel and cast-in-place access ladders. Ring & DuChateau, the A/E on this project, indicates that the deterioration of the pit cannot be successfully repaired and sealed. 

SWC – 12C1G – Sanitary & Storm Sewer System ($402,200):   The project installs liners in sections of the sanitary sewer mains that are cracked or broken but do not require complete replacement;  seal joints in the sewer main as needed; and clears, repairs, or installs new culverts and replace storm sewer mains as needed to correct current drainage problems.  

The project is necessary to reduce the number of sanitary sewer main failures and to eliminate storm water drainage problems and flooding on the Southern Wisconsin Center site.

Many of the sanitary sewer mains at SWC are constructed of clay pipe and some are more than 90 years old. Due to flow problems, the sanitary sewer mains were video inspected in 2009. The inspection showed areas of main deterioration, shifting, misalignment and collapse. The most serious conditions were immediately addressed and mains were replaced or abandoned. 

The storm sewer system at SWC is constructed of clay and concrete pipe.  The site has experienced ponding and flooding problems during heavy rain falls and spring melt offs. In 2002 a Storm Water Drainage Study was conducted. The report identified a number of drainage related problems. These drainage problems are also the cause of deterioration of roadway and parking lots base materials resulting in premature pavement failures
