Project Description / JUSTIFICATION: 
10G1S - Recreation Hall Drainage & Waterproofing - $230,700 - Mendota Mental Health Institute
Request provides funding to correct subterraneous water infiltration in the Recreation Hall at Mendota Mental Health Institute. Project involves various solutions/disciplines including waterproofing, civil engineering/storm water management. The work includes waterproofing of the building foundation, installation of drain tile, storm sewers, new concrete walkways, curbs and gutters, asphalt paving, pavement marking, restoration and other various site improvements as needed.  The project was authorized under the Small Projects Program and this request is to accept bids received.
The Recreation Hall is a core support structure servicing the needs of patients and other groups at Mendota Mental Health Institute. Increasingly, storm water has entered the lower level of the building. Upon completion this project will maintain the integrity of the building envelope, eliminating moisture, mold and other toxins to insure a healthy indoor environment.
11C2Y - Greenhouse Renovation/Addition - $266,800 - Mendota Mental Health Institute
Project will renovate, upgrade and provide additional horticulture capacity to existing greenhouse facilities at Mendota Mental Health Institute. Approximately 1,200 sq ft greenhouse and 500 sq ft headhouse addition will be attached to existing greenhouse/tool shed structures.  The project was authorized under the Small Projects Program and this request is to accept bids received.
Mendota Mental Health Institute maintains three greenhouses: (1) one institution; and (2) two Department of Administration (DOA) structures. The demolition of the original/existing greenhouse (circa 1940) building has already occurred in anticipation of the new facility. The original Mendota structure provided year-round greenhouse facilities for the programmatic needs of the institution. The two DOA structures are production greenhouses, which provide plants for local state government buildings. Upon completion of this project, Mendota Mental Health Institute residents and staff will play a more significant role in the greenhouse operation, to include product (plant) provisions for state government buildings, and also fulfilling the therapeutic needs of the patient population.
11H2E - Fire Detection Upgrade - $338,900 - Southern Wisconsin Center
Project will design and install the following equipment at Southern Wisconsin Center: (1) a fully addressable fire detection system in the Food Service /Learning Resource Center; (2) new fire alarm control panels (FACP’s) in six core buildings; and (3) a complete fire detection front-end upgrade in Wallace Hall. The system installation servicing the Food Service/Learning Resource Center will include all new initiating devices and notification appliances. Additionally, the project will identify, but not fund, the fire detection needs in several support buildings serving the institution.
The existing fire detection system design in the Food Service/Learning Resource Center is original to the building (1970) consisting of pull stations, bell circuits and partial detection (primarily heat detection). In addition, other site components of the existing fire detection system (FACP’s) have become difficult to maintain and lack the availability of replacement parts. The new host systems in the Wallace Hall Communications Center will be required to accommodate the new system installation. In the absence of reliable fire detection, the consequences would result in catastrophic operational outcomes.
