Robert E. Ellsworth Correctional Center (REECC) –Shower, Plumbing, and Ventilation Improvements - (12H1H):

Project Description and Justification:

This project will construct shower, plumbing, and ventilation improvements at the Robert E. Ellsworth Correctional Center (REECC) in Union Grove.  This building was constructed as an employee dormitory in the 1960s at what is now the Southern Wisconsin Center and was converted to a women’s correctional center in 1989.  Chronically leaking plumbing will be replaced, improved ventilation will be installed, damaged floor and wall surfaces will be repaired, and the showers will be made ADA compliant.

Leakage from 50 year-old piping has caused considerable water damage in all of the shower rooms in the facility leading to the potential development of mold.  Also, the shower area requires more exhaust ventilation than is currently available in the space.  This is a common problem in older un-renovated correctional shower facilities and will be addressed in this project.

Fox Lake Correctional Institution (FLCI) – Sewer and Well Remediation – (13D2J):
Project Description and Justification:

This project will refurbish or reconstruct sections of sewer pipe and rehabilitate/replace manholes serving FLCI buildings and carrying wastewater to the FLCI wastewater treatment plant. This project will also rehabilitate/replace wells and modify the chemical addition systems and filters.  Pipe and manholes will be repaired, replaced, and rehabilitated using appropriate technology including pipe lining, excavation and replacement, and sealing.

The majority of this underground piping was installed when the institution was built in the 1960s and transports waste effluent from all prison buildings to the on-site wastewater treatment plant.  A recent video survey of the pipes and inspection of the manholes on the system revealed damage that must be repaired to restore the integrity of the sanitary sewer system. This work will reduce the infiltration of groundwater and stormwater into the sewer system, which has become a significant problem.  Recent water tests have indicated water quality problems that must be addressed immediately.
These items were approved by the DOC Committee on Responsible and Efficient Government at its meeting on April 22, 2013.
