ProjectIntent

This project provides investigation and research, pre-design, and design services to provide additional student/faculty
parking and a safer vehicle drop-off for the Children's Learning and Care Center (CCLC), and to satisfy conditions of a
Conditional Use Permit/Plan Development (CUP/PD) resolution adopted by the City of Oshkosh Common Council in
October 2010. The parking lot and adjacent grounds will be evaluated to identify deficiencies, develop design solution
alternatives, and recommend appropriate corrective measures.

Project Description

The anticipated parking lot design will increase the number of parking stalls from 90 to approximately 125 vehicles
including short-term parking stalls and required handicap parking stalls. A new vehicle drop-off lane for the childcare
will be located adjacent to the north side of the building and will be a separate off-set lane to allow continuous
unimpeded traffic flow in the main lot. Traffic flow within the parking lot will consist of a 24-foot wide drive aisle with
two-way traffic flow. Exit onto Wisconsin Street will be a one-way single lane driveway located on the east side of the
facility. The exit will be restricted to right-turn movements only. The loop drop-off at the west end of the facility,
including the landscaped island, will remain generally as is with the additions of pavement striping, the parking lot
entrance, and one-way traffic signage.

Landscape requirements for parking lots under City of Oshkosh Zoning include installation of landscape islands at the
ends of all parking rows, driveway entrances, and at intermediate locations. Deciduous trees are required at each island
and along landscape strips. The current fence type does not meet City standards for approved barriers along a parking
lot and will be required to be replaced as part of the parking lot reconstruction.

Stormwater management will be addressed with biofiltration basins that will be constructed at the southeast and

southwest corners of the parking lot to collect and treat runoff. This will meet City of Oshkosh and the Wisconsin DNR
post-construction stormwater management requirements for runoff quality.

Project Justification

During the preliminary design development phase of the remodeling of Lincoln Hall (11G3Q), it was determined that
the majority of the site work could not be accomplished under the available funds. Therefore, the development of the
playground for the Children's Learning and Care Center (CCLC) adjacent to the structure on the south side of the
property and redevelopment of the northern portion of the property were removed from that project. The playground
project was then prioritized for funding based upon accreditation requirements for CCLC's operation. The funding is
now available to move the redevelopment of the northern portion of the property forward.

By providing a parent / bus drop-off lane for the childcare, the safety of the children will be greatly improved. The
reconstruction will satisfy portions of a Conditional Use Permit/Plan Development (CUP/PD) resolution adopted by
the City of Oshkosh Common Council in October 2010, requiring the project to be completed by end-of-year 2013 and
later amended to extend the completion date. The CUP/PD requires the lot to be brought up to current zoning
ordinance provisions for setback, landscaping, lighting and drainage including a change in use from an Elementary
School to Child Care and Higher Education Academic Programs. In addition, the driveway at Wisconsin Street will be
designed to a one-way single lane right-turn-only driveway onto Wisconsin Street to avoid congestion at the adjacent
intersection. Entrance to the parking lot will occur off the current loop drop-off at the West end of the lot.

Commission.
